4) If you’d like to host a music-based show, please provide a sample playlist of 12-20 songs.

5) Do you believe you have enough material to keep this show fresh and entertaining through at least the end of the semester, keeping in mind that KWCW receives a constant flow of new music?  Do you forsee any obligations that might prevent you from doing your show?
6) What times would you be available to do your show?  Would you like a 1 or 2 hour slot? Please include any available times at which you would like to have a show, including preference, especially if one time slot is especially convenient or necessary. Keep in mind that being more flexible does increase the chances of receiving a radio slot.  (If none of the times which you specify are available, you will be contacted seperately from the mass-application process, and we will try to work something out). 
7) Show details:

a) What would you like to call your show (limit of around 20 characters)?

b) Provide a very brief description (5-7) that can be used on a programming poster. Please include something that would give the listener an idea of what kind of music/content they could expect.

c) Provide a slightly longer description (1-3 sentences) that could be placed on the website and in a booklet of programming descriptions.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES & FURTHER INFORMATION

1)  Per its mission statement, KWCW seeks to…

a) Provide students and members of the greater Walla Walla community with the opportunity to develop skills working with the radio broadcasting medium by overwhelmingly prioritizing student and community produced programming,

b) Emphasize new, independently produced, and/or non-mainstream music to educate and entertain listeners,

c) Provide a forum for a plurality of viewpoints and voice,

d) Encourage its volunteers to creatively explore different realms of broadcasting, be it call-in talk radio, radio drama, comedy, live performances, airing of audio collages/pastiches, field recordings, etc.

If the above KWCW musical goals are ones you approve of and ones that align with what you’d like to do on the KWCW airwaves, we encourage your application.  Past successful applicants have included those devoting their shows to Native American music, underground hip-hop, call-in love advice, bluegrass, queer/GLBT issues, blues, celtic music, Spanish-language music, local music, and poetry, to name just a few.

You can return your application in one of several ways…

1) You can send the Microsoft Word document of your application as an email attachment to aliabamm@whitman.edu. Please note, the “SUBJECT” line of your email MUST be “KWCW APPLICATION” or it will not be processed. 

2) Alternately, completed paper applications can be hand-delivered to KWCW, located on the Mezzanine level of Whitman College’s Reid Campus Center, at the corner of Park and Boyer in Walla Walla.  If no one is in the station to take your application, please slide them under the KWCW Office door.



2) All first-time KWCW broadcasters will be appropriately trained in operating procedures.  No official certification is necessary but a grasp of mechanical broadcasting basics is.  If that sounds intimidating, it really isn’t: we generally find that most potential broadcasters can be trained in the use of KWCW’s broadcasting equipment in under an hour.
